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History of Transit in Lambeth Area

� Annexation to the City of London in 1993 
brought Town of Westminister (Lambeth) 
within the operating area of LTC

� 1st trial transit service introduced in December 
1998

� Peak hour fleet availability limited LTC’s ability 
to deliver full service to the community

� Trial ended in January 2000 as lack of peak 
service limited ridership growth
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North Talbot

� Community Plan approved in 1999
� Original projected service date: 2009 (incl. 

link to Lambeth
� Barriers to service implementation: 

– Incomplete collector road network
– Funding limitations leading to “backlog” of 

unserviced new growth areas 
– Other growth areas being considered for 

2010: West Beaverbrook, Riverbend & 
Sunningdale





How We Plan Service:  
Service Area Warrants

� Area Population – approximately 5,000 area 
residents for AM/PM peak service (7-9 a.m. 
to 2-6 p.m.)

� Population density within walking distance 
(400 m) from proposed route

� Special Attractors – consideration of other 
unserviced areas that can be connected by 
same route (residential, commercial, 
institutions)



How We Plan Service:
Service Design

� Preference towards collector & arterial roads
� Efficiency – Cover as much service area 

possible in least amount of time
� Directness – Minimize “ride around” time for 

passengers travelling to a destination
� Scheduling – e.g. Transfers to other routes, 

Bus arrives same time every hour, minimize 
unnecessary dwelling (layovers)



Bus Stops 

� Spacing generally 250 – 350 m apart to minimize 
walking distance but maintain service efficiency

� North Talbot – “possible future transit stops” selected 
through subdivision process & installed by developer

� Lambeth – efforts will be made to reinstate previous 
trial stops, however additional stops will be required

� All stops must be approved by the City of London 
Transportation Division



Bus Stops 
Collector vs. Arterial

� Generally safer for 
pedestrians: slower 
traffic, sidewalks, etc.

� Easier to make 
accessible

� Faster travel speed for 
buses

� Less conflicts with 
homeowners



Accessibility

� Will attempt to implement service that is 
accessible
– Low floor (“kneeling”) buses, depending on fleet 

availability
– Concrete landing pads at bus stops, where 

possible

� 4 new smaller-sized (30’ vs. 40’) low floor 
buses have arrived & are being prepped for 
service



Service Planning – Next Steps

� Assess demand based on feedback on route 
options, survey, and cost

� Report preferred service options to the Commission 
– March 31

� 2nd public meeting – review draft service options
� Recommend preferred option for approval – May 26 

Commission Meeting
� Timing for implementation dependant on Municipal 

budget deliberations and available funds for 2010 
(TBD)

� Note: Commission meetings are open to the public 
and residents may appear as a delegation
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
